Scheduled for 16 and 17 November 2023, the AIVP Days will be organised in 
close collaboration with the North Adriatic Sea Port Authority - Ports of Venice 
and Chioggia, members of AIVP since 2016, as well as with the support of other 
local partners.  
This event will also be the occasion for AIVP members to gather for the General 
Assembly in order, amongst other things, to proceed with the election of the new 
members of the AIVP Board of Directors and the Executive Board of AIVP.
